Is this a good stewardship of God's possessions? Are you using what God has given you(money, time, your body) wisely?

Is this beneficial for me? How does this make you better?
 

1 Cor 6:12 & Eph. 5:18
Could this control me?(Be honest here. How many people addicted to alcohol, drug, porn, gambling... actually thought it would control them.)
 

1 Cor 10:31-32
Will I be a good testimony in this? Will others see that your life is ruled by something other than what you want?
 

1 Cor 3:10-15
Is this of lasting value? How will your life be different if you don't do this, have this, go there, etc?
 

1 Cor. 16:13,14
Would this demonstrate my love for God and others? Is this about other people or myself?
 

Hebrews 13:18
Would I have to lie to cover it up? Would you be willing for everyone to know this?
 

Titus 2:7
Would I set a good example if I did this? Well?
 

John 1:12
Would I represent my Heavenly Father well as I did this? WWJD?

Do you see mature Christians, who are solid in their walk with God, doing this? Have you sought their advice?
